Do you wish to have the exciting opportunity
of performing again some of the experiments that James Clerk Maxwell, the famous
Christian mathematician physicist, unified in his four sets of equations? You will
learn about the Classical Electromagnetic Theory which synthesized all contemporary
experiments and equations of Electricity, Magnetism, and Optics. We will explore
Maxwell’s laws, electromagnetic force (Lorentz Force law), the induction laws
(Lenz's law, Faraday’s law, and Eddy current), and “surf” electromagnetic waves!
